Dear Council, 

 

The 2016 City of Gunnison Budget is presented to City Council at the October 13, 2015 regular 

session. Our staff is pleased to present a balanced budget, with a few exceptions in the use of 

cash reserves. Economic conditions continue with a positive trend. Based on sales tax returns 

through August 2015 we project a 5% sales tax revenue increase for 2015 and forecast revenues 

with a 2.5% increase for 2016. Use tax has gone up for a third year with continued commercial 

development taking place. The 2014 adoption of the Fund Balance/Cash Reserve Policy provides 

clear direction on cash flow management and defines a process for fund designation.  

 

The budget focuses on ongoing operations, full implementation of the staff compensation plan, 

and support for the City’s Strategic Plan. The primary objective with the strategic plan is to fund 

Council’s top priorities with actions include planning, operational support and capital 

expenditures. The top three priorities identified in the recent strategic planning process are 

highway corridor improvements, downtown area enhancements, and connectivity for multimodal 

and recreational uses. In support of these goals there is a designated fund of $500,000 for the 

purpose of strategic plan implementation. The use of these funds will be refined at a further work 

session. There are some possible targets for these funds. Priorities listed in the Strategic plan 

include securing downtown parking, using contracted landscape architectural services for 

aesthetic streetscape applications, and contract services to create small scale commercial design 

standards. 

 

Another area of particular interest in 2016 is the use of revenues derived from the 5% Special 

Marijuana Sale Tax.  We have based our estimates loosely on the 2014 market base in Crested 

Butte.  That level will generate approximately $50,000, but could differ greatly depending upon 

the actual market.  The 2016 budget utilizes these extra funds by hiring a new police officer to 

assist with random checks and enforcement, enhancing recreation program scholarships, 

increasing educational material purchases in the Police Department, and growing grants available 

for educational programming.   

 

The most significant proposal on the expense side for the coming fiscal year is the proposal to 

continue implementation of the compensation plan for employees. We were able to achieve 90% 

movement toward that goal in 2015 and in 2016 full implementation is proposed. There are 

dollars allocated in personnel expenses in each department for the purpose of providing this 

proposed compensation increase. Health insurance premiums will increase 16.5% in 2016 and 

the minimum wage increase, even for those employees at the top of their pay range, is proposed 

to be $804 to accommodate the premium increase.  It is important to preserve the employees’ 

purchasing power.  A new department is established for Information Technology to handle these 

services in-house. 



 
 

 

The 2016 General Fund revenues are estimated to be $6,942,034 and projected expenditures at 

$7,375,403 which includes $215,502 for Grants and Contracts for Service. We continue to move 

toward compliance with the Fund Balance (Cash Reserve) Policy with a 2015 year end 

projection of 41%. This will allow further investments to be made as opportunities arise in the 

future. Looking at the planning currently underway, there will be associated capital projects that 

may be grant eligible. Having matching dollars in the future will allow these funds to be 

leveraged for larger undertakings. 

 

The City’s Sales Tax Compliance ordinance allocates 10% of General Fund Sales and Use Tax 

revenue to capital improvements equaling $463,418. Proposed expenses in capital include 

equipment for our computer system upgrade, some rolling stock for Fleet, Police and Fire along 

with a thermal imaging camera. Parks propose adding some maintenance equipment, lighting for 

the Skate Park and Dog Park amenities. Street Improvements utilize 35.9% of sales tax revenues 

which equates to $1,616,440. Within this allocation there is $655,000 for street improvement 

projects that will be determined prior to 2016 construction. The net of capital improvements and 

street improvements comply with the sales tax allocation set by voters in 2009.  

 

Grants and Contracts for Services bottom line has been increased for 2016 from the $130,000 flat 

funding level budgeted in 2015 to a formula based approach. 5% of City Sales tax is dedicated to 

this purpose. This equates to $215,500 for 2016 to support community based programs, projects, 

and events. Requests for funding are made through an application process and reviewed by 

Council to determine eligibility and award. The Gunnison Housing Association IGA between the 

County and other municipalities expires at the end of 2015 and a request to continue our support 

of that program is forthcoming. There are also Economic Development funds proposed to 

consider funding requests that meet that specific funding criteria as well. 

 

Electric rates were increased by 5% in 2015 and a further 5% rate adjustment is required in 2016. 

Water and Sewer rates have were adjusted in 2015 with a 5% rate increase included for Water 

and 3% increase for Sewer. The proposal is to make the same adjustment once again in 2016. 

The Refuse account remains healthy and continues to accumulate reserves. The franchise fee 

remains at five percent in the Electric, Water, and Sewer Departments for 2015. The Ditch Fund 

includes $470,292 for a River Restoration project involving the improvement of the Piloni Ditch 

diversion. A major portion of those dollars come from a Colorado Water Conservation Board 

grant in partnership with Upper Gunnison River Conservancy District and Trout Unlimited 

 

The Park & Recreation Fund sales tax revenues are projected on the same basis as the General 

Fund. There is a capital expense for pool covers anticipated for 2015 in the Pool. The Pool Fund 

is not in balance, so reserve funds were utilized for 2015 with a plan to complete a rate analysis 

in 2015. The result is to provide a greater subsidy for pool operations in order to provide 

reasonable wage for pool staff.  Once these adjustments were made, the 2016 budget is balanced 

except for the use of fund balance for the replacement of pool covers.  Other Recreation 

Improvements division was added to the budget in 2015 and will support the aforementioned dog 

park amenities. This is where excess revenue will accumulate and be dispersed for Park & 

Recreation projects.  

 



 
 

The budget will appear on Council agendas until final adoption on December 8, 2015. Our 

employees are dedicated to providing a high level of service for our community in very positive 

ways. They are the heart and soul of this organization and enhance the lives of our citizens on a 

daily basis. Our management staff works hard to ensure we present a balanced budget that 

reflects the interests of our citizens. Ben Cowan and the Finance Department crew put their best 

energy into refining the details presented in this document. This is truly a team effort and 

Council is congratulated for their leadership in developing this guide for the City of Gunnison.

This also 
allows us to provide weekend and evening coverage from a full time employee who can provide management authority and 
leadership for our lifeguard and instructor crew. This person will be trained in pool operations and have the ability to perform 
baiic maintenance tasks in the pool mechanical room.

The use of body worn cameras by police officers has been in the news for the last several months. The Federal Government and Colorado 
State Legislature in 2015 addressed the issue of body worn cameras and established funding and started the process to make grant funding 
available. The details have not been released. Depending on what news source or group you belong to there is a society push to require law 
enforcement to wear body cameras. This issue has not legally been resolved or mandated but the public sentiment is there. The department 
purchased a camera in 2014 for testing and has been reviewing the various companies that make these cameras -Vievu by Decatur, Axon by 
Taser, BodyCam by Pro-Vision, etc. Review has been looking at ease of use, storage of data, night vision capability and durability. Camera 
prices start at approximately $500.00 apiece. The department is considering the initial purchase of 6 cameras that would be rotated among 
patrol officers when on duty and available to administrative, non-uniformed and civilian staff as needed.

Communications is operated as an enterprise fund under the police department. A fee structure was implemented several years ago to 
establish a revenue source among the user agencies to support the communications center without placing the full cost on any one entity.  The
Gunnison/Hinsdale Emergency Telephone Service Authority contributes 20% of actual personnel costs. There are a few non- emergency 
entities that pay fees as well. Once these fees are deducted the remaining communications budget is proportioned 80/20 between law 
enforcement/fire and EMS. Communications tracks each incident that personnel respond to by agency. Agency fees are established on a 
percentage base of all calls responded to in your classification. For 2015 the Gunnison Police Department comprised 44.1% of all law 
enforcement calls handled by communications. The 2016 fee assessment is $180,141 a increase of $19,890 over 2015.

Cleaning for the police department is done by a contracted cleaning service. Discussion earlier in the year indicated that the fee would be 
increase for 2016 and additional services were suggested as the building usage has been established since being occupied in December 2013. 
That increase has not formally been established but is anticipated to be $1200. The building also has a rug service, one of the requirements 
from the LEED Certification process, which has a small increase every year. Formal pricing for 2016 hasn’t been established but estimated to 
increase up to $240.The majority of the increase is for the Lexipol Law Enforcement Police Policy and Policy Training program authorized in 
2015. Lexipol is an online police manual and training system. Lexipol provides draft law enforcement policy based on Colorado Statute, 
Colorado and Federal Case Law, Colorado Chiefs Association Accreditation and recognized best practices. The draft policies are continually 
reviewed and released for agency modification and adoption. Lexipol also provides a training component that consists of daily scenarios that 
officers are presented with and tested on based on current department policy, procedure and acceptable standards. As the program is web 
based the system provides electronic filing of training records and policy versions approved for historical and discovery issues. The Lexipol 
System was approved in 2015 as a small capital expense at $5000. Through funding from POST the system was purchased at no cost to the 
City. POST has not yet established what if any funding will be available in 2016 for the training portion of the program. Annual cost for the 
service is $5000.

The police department facility was occupied in December 2013 so budgeting for repair and maintenance needs in the building has been very 
fluid for 2014 and 2015. As such money has been allocated from other line items for needed repairs or anticipated maintenance postponed to 
stay within budget.  The $1920 increase is to help insure that needed maintenance items are addressed. Such as, the evidence room is 
equipped with an air purification system to eliminate odor and contaminates from the air. The filters for the system are replaced yearly at an 
estimated cost of $900.

I am 
recommending that we drop WSCU to 10Mb (or as needed) and add ICConneX as an additional provider with 22Mb for $175/mo.  The monthly cost is estimated 
to be the same or less than we are currently paying.

A thermal imaging camera is the way firefighters see inside a burning building. Our current thermal imager is 10 years old and no longer functioning reliably. 
Without a thermal imager firefighters are forced to function by sound and feel. With current fire loads of both residential and commericial occupancies, this 
translates to added seconds or minutes that victims would be without breathable air and which could lead to flashover which is not survivable by firefighters or 
victims.

There needs to be a thermal imager on each engine, ladder, rescue and officer vehicle. With the current GVFD fleet, this translates to 3.5 thermal imagers in 
the city and 4.5 in the district. Engine and ladder imagers will need to be top of the line as they will be operating in a high heat, low visibility environment. All 
other imagers will be able to be a lesser model as they will be used mostly for exterior functions. With the current agreement allowing city and district 
departments to work as one and share equipment, this should lower the needs by one imager each. Replacement should be expected every 10 years.

The softball complex lighting system would have light levels of 50 footcandles in the infield and 30 in the outfield within +/- 10% of the Illuminating 
Engineering Society of North America (IESNA) guidelines.  The estimated cost would cover the light structures engineering from foundation to pole-top, 
offloading, assembly, and installation.  

Currently, the Jorgensen Softball Complex lights are used for adult softball, youth baseball, youth softball, adult flag football, youth football, intramural 
softball, youth and adult softball tournaments, as well as Pac Man Pond for skating. The lights are used approximately 170 days out of the year.  The current 
ball field lights at the Jorgensen Softball Complex were installed in 1982.  The current light levels on the infields of the Jorgensen Softball Complex have a 
lower footcandle than the new system would have in the outfield.

Both lap and leisure pool covers need to be replaced within the next year or two as our current covers are aging and approaching the 4-6 year expected life 
limit for indoor pool covers.  Due to constant use, the pool's corrosive environment and their age, our 5 year old covers are falling apart and difficult to manage 
when putting on and taking off of the pools.

Cover Costs could be split into 2 years with replacement of the Leisure Pool to happen in 2016 and the Lap Pool to happen in 2017. 

2016 Leisure Pool Replacement = $8,424
2017 Lap Pool Replacement = $8,987
2016 replacement of BOTH pools would be = $16,832

We have purchased replacement straps and handles, but the covers integrity is diminishing with time.  Covering a pool when it is not in use is the single most 
effective means of reducing pool heating costs and helps reduce chemical costs. Savings of 50%–70% are possible. It is estimated that the payback of the pool 
covers would be within 18-24 months.

Ranch property and connecting to the Highway 50 Bridge.  With the City's acquisition of the former Lazy-K property at the end of W. Tomichi Ave., there may 
be options to work toward more connectivity in this area.  The project begins with a master plan of the Lazy K property to ensure future improvements work 
cohesively together.  The project may include construction of concrete aprons connecting the underpass to the frontage road and Gold Basin Road.  The City of 
Gunnison Recreation Tax ballot initiative was passed in 2007 under the provisions of building a new indoor ice rink, a new pool, and spending $1 million on trial 
improvements. The $1 million commitment for trail improvements was met in 2014 and thereafter, trail development competes with other Recreation capital 
projects.  

Approximately $2,000 will be required annually to maintain this segment with blading, gravel, weed trimming, etc.
